AFTER weeks of anxious anticIpation the people of eANGLAOESH are breathing 
easily agam, The flood season seeltS to have passed without serious 
problellls, 
ABOUT 800,000 people have been affected by flash floods in STRANJGANJ and 
SYLHET, but these are artas where there is U,Hed floodlng every year, 
Al though IitHed flooding occurred in eastern and northern parts of the 
country, the dallige was not extensive, This is in sharp contrast to 1988, 
when the dallage was so serious that it pro.pted international institutions, 
aid agencies and Christian Aid's Bangladesh partners to ask fundaaaental 
questions about the causes of perennial flooding and how it can be 
controlled, SOlie of the answers to these Questions are expected to !Ierge

being properly addressed, Zafrullah Chowdury of GONOSHASTHAYA KENDRA, one 
of Christian Aid's biggest partner organisations in the country, argues 
that action against floods Must centre on the people at risk, 
AS 871 of Bangladesh's water flow cOles fro. outside the country, it is 
beyond the power of the poor to prevent floods and it is far better to 
concentrate on flood lIIanageleni and control, This strategy has becol! 
known as 'living with the floods'. 
MANY poor fa!lilies not only lost their homes and what little land they had 
in 1988, but were also forced to sell everything they owned - even their 
cutlery! This ijeant that when there \fas no work available they had nothing 
to fall back on and were forced to take out high-interest loans which they 
had no hope ,)f repaying.

In the lush greenery of Brazil's western Amazon a 

small group of people are fighting to protect their 
livelihoods and save the rain forest. They are rubber 
tappers, earning their living by extracting sap from 
rubber trees, but their lifestyle is under threat from 
landowners and cattle-ranchers who are cutting down the 
forest. Violence is often the landowners' response to 
the rubber tappers. Chico 1(endes, former President of 
the local rubber tappers' union, was murdered by a 
landowner's gunman in December 1988, but the union has 
persisted in its fight to save the trees, joining forces 
wi th other rural unions, environmental groups and 
indigenous people. 

Last year it successt"ully lobbied the Brazilian 
Government to set aside one part of the forest as a 
protected reserve. Now it has established its own co­
operati ve so that rubber tappers and peasant farmers can 
market their produce. 

Christian Aid is helping the co-operative to get 
started by paying for office supplies and transport. As 
the rubber tappers live deep in the forest transportation 
is difficult, so 30 donkeys have been bought to help them 
to take their goods to market. 

A key worker, Gomercindo Rodrigues says 'The 
forest is being destroyed and with it the lives of 
thousands of families. We cannot let ourselves get 
worried by death threats or we would do nothing. '

The Bible 
Shop in Warsaw, Poland, has few staff and little space, 
but when it has been necessary they have moved thousands 
of stock items a day, repacking bulk supplies into 
s:maller parcels for bookshop customers and making 
limited deliveries in a country short ot petrol. Much 
overseas distribution is very costly, and often the 
people cannot afford the full price of translation, 
production and transport.

If you buy African Palms you will be giving work 
to people whose only other source of income is very 
limi ted. The palm crosses are made in seven mud 
villages in the Dioceses of M:ASASI in Tanzania, where 
the income for each mud hut is approximately t30 PER 
YEAR! This must buy all the household necessities ­
clothes for the parents and children, salt, soap, and 
any money reql!ired to pay for travel to the nearest 
hospital for :medical treatment. You will also 
encourage people in their daily Uves. Although the 
aim of the scheme is to enable very poor people to earn 
some money, we are also able to provide some help in 
the area where the crosses are made. Last year we were 
able to send a container full of various supplies. 
Xuch needed bandages for the local hospital, equipment 
for schools, sewing machines for women's groups and 
material to build a permanent home for a blind man. 

Over the years the palm cross scheme has gradually 
grown. Palm crosses are now sold in Canada, the United 
States of America and Sweden. The work overseas is 
carried out by volunteers.

TANZANIA: Fish Farming Hombolo Project. 
Amount Contributed. t18,lOO. 

Adequate nutrition is a constant cause of concern 
in developing countries. People often do not get 
enough protein, usually because of a shortage of meat 
or fish in their diet. A fish farm in HOMBOLD, Western 
Tanzania, run by the Anglican diocese of Dodoma, is 
tackling this problem by breeding a hardy species of 
fish known as Nile Eilapia. The aim is to supply local 
people with a source of food which can be replenished 
easH y. The fish are bred on the farm in tanks and 
troughs. Each of the 150 adults spawn about 500 young 
per year. The young are sold for a few Tanzanian 
shillings <about I penny) each to local ponds. In two 
years the young have been distributed to about 100 
ponds as well as to local government which is anxious 
to copy the scheme. The Hombolo project also includes 
a Duck farm. 

Key Worker, Haga! Reuben, lives in the village of 
HOMBOLD. During the past three years he has been 
tral ned to run and maintain the farm and is now its 
assistant manager. 'It is really quite a simple 
project' he says 'but it makes a lot of difference 
to families if they have something extra like fish. 
The fish are very hardy, big and good to eat.'

Rev. Ron christopher told us about his recent 
week's holiday in Malta. The weather was perfect, 
enabling him to wander about, He said he could 
not get lost as all the side roads led to a 
central road. 

st. Paul landed in Malta in the year 60 and 
stayed for three months, spreading the Gospel of 
Christ, performing miracles and healing the sick. 

The Xaltese are a very friendl y, hospi ta ble 
people. Their language is a mixture of many 
languages, as they seem to have gathered words 
from those who have invaded their country and won 
the Island for themselves. Arabs, Italians, 
Turks, French. Spanish, British. •

The basic soil is limestone overlaid with 
blue clay and greensand. The Arabs grew cotton, 
lemons and figs. There are now many vi neyards, 
despite the fresh water shortage. They use 
desalination to counter this. 

The highest point is 829 feet above sea 
leveL Food is grown on terraced slopes. 

The architecture of buildings denotes the 
various periods of domination by other nations. 
Grilles in gates enclOSing cool courtyards, for 
example, most probably Arabic. In 1942 a German 
bomb fell into St. Agnes catacombs where :300 
people were sheltering and tailed to go ofl. 

They decorate all their Churches :tor 
festivals, especially when they celebrate the 
anniversary of St. Paul's landing in ~O, and 
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display their silverware. Processions, bands, 
floats, Services, fireworks. 

There are plenty of museums and Churches, and 
monuments can be found of British Admirals, and 
one of Ei nstein. The Roman Governor of Mal ta, 
PUBLIUS, was converted by St. Paul and became 
Malta's first Bishop. 

I cannot hope to tell you all he told us, but 
he has books about the island which I found very 
interesting. I was never there myself, but I 
landed at Syracuse, Sicily, in July 1943 during an 
air raid. Ron landed there for a day in 1989. I 
hope he enjoyed it more than I did.

Primary Health Care G.K.PROJECT: t460,400. 

Paramedics at the People's Health Centre (GK) are 
the only women In BANGLADESH who travel by bicycle. 
They find it is the best way to bring health education 
to the country villages. More than 80 health workers 
are based a:t GK as part of an extensive health care 
progra:mme. They are all local women who understand 
local problems. They try to pass on their knowledge 
about san! tat10n. nutri tion, and hygiene to the 
Villagers. Most people in the area have health 
insurance arranged by GK. They pay a small sum every 
year according to the- family income and this entitles 
them to free preventive health care, although they have 
to pay something for curative drugs. 

GK believes that health care begins with women, so 
particular attention is paid to ante-natal care. The 
idea is to take the- mystery out of health care- and 
teach people how best to look after themselves. 

KEY WORKERS:-
Farzana works at a GK centre as paramedic 

supervisor in charge of seven health workers. rogether 
they look: aHer 22,000 people. A typical village round 
on her bicycle might include check-ups for pregnant 
women, m:mi toring children for vitamin deficiency and 
treating someone with fever. She explained • We 
monitor Children up to five years old because a quarter 
of all children in BANGLADESH die beiore they are fi.ve. 
The infant mortality rate in the GK area is much lower 
than in the rest of the country' 

Anima Kondal is the-. secretary of SKVIS. She 
became the breadwinner for her four younger brothers \ 
and sisters after her father was paral ysed. She has a 
notice in her office which says • SKVIS is a movem&nt 
against economic and social injustice-. We- ask for your 
solidarity and friendship. but not pity, for pity can 
be degrading. Your involve:ment in this struggle is 
your privilege and not a choice.'

HUMAN EMBRYO RESEARCH is one of the important 
subjects comIng beIore the Ieao.ers of this country over 
the next few weeks. It is a subj ect you IIIi:ly not have 
thought about. If not, I would urge you to think about 
it NOV. 

Those who support such research claim IIIi:lRy 
potential benefits. Already treatments for some 
conditions using living human embryo cells are beIng 
tried, with some success. 

In-vitro-fertilisation (IVF) offers hope for 
infertile couples, though I understand that other 
techniques have a higher success rate and do not involve 
the same moral dileDmas. 

so WHY NOT ALLOW RESEARCH OK HUXAN EXBRYOS? 

In law, human life is protected from around 24 - 28 
weeks (6 - 7 months). This time being based on when the 
unborn baby is capable of sustaining independent life. I 
believe it is a scientific fact that life begins at 
conception. 

It follows that any action which v101ates the right 
to life or dignity of an enbryo child is morally 
unacceptable. That the child is small and less developed 
at this age is irrelevant. 

Whatever the 'benefits'. use of living embryos for 
research is abuse. Justice and delOC>Cracy require that 
all hUIIIi:ln life should receive protection of the law. 

It is on this basis that I reject all forms of 
embryo abuse, be it freezing. storage, disposal of 
•spares' or research. r believe that we should be 
calling on Kembel'S of Parliament. who are to be given a 
free vote in this IIIi:ltter, to vote AGAINST the clause in 
the Human Fertilisation and Embryology Bill which would 
allow experimentation on the human enbryo for up to 14 
days. 

Can I ask you to consider this subject? 
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If you feel concerned, as I do, please wri te as 
soon as possible to the Right Honourable Terence HIGGINS, 
M.P. House of Commons, Westn1nster. London. SWlA OAA. 

,IN ADDITION, Worthing Life Group have sent us a 
petitIon on this subject to which you may wish to add 
your names. If so. please ask me. And please PRAY about 
the progress of this Bill.

'We need to be total! y immersed in 
Jesus Christ and tilled with His Holy Spirit, that we 
might be tully eqUipped by God for what He has in mind, 
and thus enabled to do and be that which God intends for 
us. we need to be wholly available to Him, and totallY 
coIllDit our lives to Hill, then our ministry will become 
Chrlst·s min1stry lived out through us. 
2. JESUS LOVED. As the love of God, His Father. 
dominated the life of Jesus, so love must control us. 
fhe incentive to minister should be love. How and where 
do we denonstrat& the- love at Christ, such that it will 
Challenge others to know Jesus·? 
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3. JESUS WAS TEMPTED AND TESTED. Like Jesus, we shall 
be tempted and tested, and it is often through those 
dlfficul t times that our faith grows, and we shall become 
more sure and certain in our faith. We need to discover 
what is God's will and purpose for our lives, and for our 
Churches, and then He will enable us to do it. 
4. . JESUS SUFFERED. Through the self sacrifice of 
Jesus upon the Cross we have new life. Like Jesus, we 
too shall have suffering - and in our Churches at the 
point of discerning God' s Will, there may be suffering, 
because, to follow Jesus 1s costly of our time, . our 
money, our efforts, etc. 
5. JESUS WAS VICTORIOUS. The body of Jesus was 
indestructable and victorious. The glory of the future 
that God's Kingdom will be established upon the earth is 
certain, therefore our attitude should be different. 
There is no situation where God admits defeat, neither 
should we. 

In the 1990s the people of God need to be willing 
to be immersed in Christ, and surrendered to God, and to 
have their lives constantly renewed by the life and will 
of God. We should explore and discover each other's 
gifts, and help them to be willing to use them. We may 
not receive some gifts unless we are prepared and ready 
to use them. 

In the afternoon our thoughts were focussed upon 
the Church - that is us. 
1. Vie need to know and seek God' s 'ii 11, and so we need 
to know our Bibles. 
2. Vie need to know what kind of people we should be. 
Christ needs to be seen in us. 
3. God is constantly active in Christ, everywhere. We 
need to find out what God's activity is and follow after 
Him. 
4. Prayer is Vital, and Elders must give an example. 
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THE CHURCH SHOULD...... teach faithfully. 
pray diligently 

and suffer with earnestness. 
WE SHOULD BE People of learning and 

understanding, growth and 
imagination or vision. 

In the 1990s we need to challenge the people of the 
Church and encourage them to grow spiritually. We need 
to be dissatisfied with what we are, and be intolerant of 
mediocrity. 'ie should want to grow, and revitalise our 
awn faith, and increase our ability to share it; so we 
should consider a learning syllabus in the Church, and 
hold Bible Studies. 

'ie need to be people of imagination, and have God's 
vision for the Church. We should ponder and pray aver 
things, and see how Gad is at work. 

Our task is to preach the gospel, and we need to 
have right priori ties, and put God first in everything. 
The gap between the Church and the world is becoming 
wider, especially with young people, so we need to find 
common ground to bring us together with those in the 
world who do not know Jesus. 

The 1991)5 hol,i new opportunities for growing 
people, knowing people. sharing the evidence and

Joy Travers 
told us about PACT (People and Churches together). a 
registered charity based at the Brightelm Centre. 
Brighton. Its purpose is to give practical assistance 
to self-help projects identified by Government 
departments and/or the European Commission as being 
suitable for such support. At first viewed with 
suspicion by existing professional and voluntary bodies 
it now works in harmony with them. PACT covers a very 
wide field embracing homelessness, drug and alcohol 
dependency, mental disability. loneliness. youth 
counselling etc.• and its function is to give initial 
financial and administrative guidance to groups who 
wish to launch projects but lack the funds and 
expertise. In modern parlance it 'primes the pump' but 
does not attempt to 'take over'. PACT raises its own 
finances from Government. E.C. and Local Authority 
grants. from religious bodies, businesses. chari table 
trusts, private in1ividuals, and from the projects 
themsel ves once they are safely la'Jnched. Clearly 1t 
is putting the money to good use. Sidney Hider.

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TWO TYPES OF CHURCH. 

By kind permission of the 

author The Rev. Michael Hore, St. Mary's 
Rectory. Storrington. West Sussex. 

There really are two types of Church. 
The first type of Church operates like 

a club. At best it is well run, efficient 
and keen to be successful. Success is 
measured by the size of membership! a growing 
membership is therefore set as a goal. To 
this end the Church seeks to be lively and 
friendly. It strives to make its services 
more enj oyable, and to provide the sort of 
activities that encourage its members to feel 
they belong. It _will strive to meet their 
varied needs, including the desire to 'do 
good' in the local community. 

The second type ot' Chu rch is very 
different in 1ts outlook. Its primary 
concern is to be God's people within the 
community. That objective provides no simple 
blueprint for the way the Church is ordered. 
The first concern is not to increase the 
membership, or to be lively or friendly. It 
does not see its first responsibility to 
provide enj oyable services, or to meet the 
demands of its members. It does not see 
itself as a voluntary social service, but in 
fact, the membership does grow. It is lively 
and friendly. The services are. fulfilling. 
It does meet the spiritual needs of its 
members. It does work for the local 
community. 

The real difference between these two 
types of Churcb is that the first is led by 
its members - men and women; the second seeks 
the leadership of the Holy Spirit. The first 
type asks to be judged by human standards of 
success <like any club>; the second makes no 
judgement about success; it seeks only to do 
God's will and to be open to His Spirit. 
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Of course, this analysis of the Church 
is too simple. All Churches, however secular 
their organisation, seek to serve God; no 
Church, however open to the Spirit, forbids a 
social element to its life, but it is an 
observable fact that Churches do differ in 
their outlook. 

It is also an observable fact that 
while Churches that operate like clubs may 
meet their own criteria of success, the 
Churches that blossom are the ones that are 
open to the Holy Spirit. Their blossoming 
may be in ways that confound. earthly 
standards of success, but that the Spirit has 
touched them is always apparent. 

Whitsunday falls on June 3rd this year. 
Let us make that the opportunity to open wide 
the doors of our Churches to the fresh wind 
of the Holy Spirit. Michael Hare.

Bangladesh. On March JIst we received a letter from 
Rev. B~nj.:tmin Biswas in which he apologises for the 
long delay in answering our last 2 letters, explaining 
that he has made several trips away from the village 
and has been otherwise busy. The first ,j ourney was in 
connection with avis!t to Bangladesh by the 
Archb1shoip of Canterbury. On February lOth Benjamin 
was present at a Service in BOLLOVERPUR when he 
received Holy Communion from Dr. Runcie. Two days 
later he and other local priests and diocesan workers 
went to Dacca to spend three hours with the Archbishop 

Between February 22nd and March 6th a work 
camp was set up in H' pur. Aided by Mission workers 
from UK., USA., and Japan they began to construct a 
two-storey pri:mary school which was going well until 
the supply of cement ran out. The price had increased 
by 50% by this time. The next cement ship is awaited. 

The rebuilt 'fish pond' is thriving and 
provided food for all at the work camp, but the bean, 
wheat and rice harvests have been disappointing 
because of the lack of rain. A year ago the harvests 
were washed away by floods! As Benjamin says, • one 
way or the other I am always in anxiety' . 

He also explains the absence of letters from 
individual correspondents when he says that their 
com:mand of English is not good so they compose their 
letters in Bengali which Benjamin then translates into 
English. No Benjamin - no translation. He promises 
to find links for two of our ladies but asks us all to 
be patient. (Pity we have no Bengali, Sidney) He 
enclosed a photograph of himself and his son who is 
keeping well,as is most of the Villagers. The photo is 
now on display on the Xission Notice Board in the 
Hall. He ends by sending Christian love to us all 
assuring us that we are in the prayers of our friends 
in H'pur. How much more they should be in our's. 
Ghana. We have at last heard from the Hope Church that 
the gift of tlOO, donated by 2 members of our Church.

THE LEPROSY MISSION 
THE BATTLE AGAINST LEPROSY IN INDIA. 

'vlhv is leprosy like an elepbant?' asked Rev. Dr. 
Rav BURNISH, Area Roepresentati ve tor The Leprosy Mission 
as he began his illustrated talk, with a picture of two 
elephants, at St. Paul's Church, Worthing, on Friday April 
27th. Some 70 people representing 17 or Dore Churches and 
WODen's Fellowships in Worthing. Goring and Findon Valley 
who support The Leprosy Mission :met for the Annual Meeting 
and Tea of the Worthing Branch. It was chaired by the 
Rev. V. ROYSTON SUDER. .Ni nister of Findon Valley Free 
Church. 

In Januarv ot this vear Dr. Burnish had paid a six 
week visit to India to see the work of The Leprosy :M:1ss10n 
at first hand in TAMIL UADU and MAHARASHTA, where 
colleagues are all motivated by a concern for the patients 
first and foremost, and for the patients' sake they are 
engaged in a battle against Leprosy. The T.L.M. doctors, 
nurses and para-medical workers are engaged in a health 
education battle to dispel the ignorance which forms a 
barrier against early treatment and so opens the door to 
deformity. They are fighting to give treatment early 
enough tor it to be effective so that young lives are not 
detormed bv the disease which they have caught, and so 
they visit the vi 11ages, collect together the adults and 
children and teach them what signs to look tor which might 
indicate they have leprosy - patches which appear on the 
skin, loss of feeling in fingers and toes indicating 
damaged nerves which, unless treated, will cause ulcers to 
form. Evelids also can be affected and cease to function 
and hands become clawed. The surgeons are involved in a 
battle against these deformities and in many cases are 
able to transplant tendons on a hand so that It will be 
useful again, as well as to operat.e so that eyelids 
function once more. 

"Why is Leprosy like an elephant?" It Is slow ­
leprosy takes a 1011g time to develop. It. also tends to go 
its own wav. Leprosy iE sti 11 a nightmare illness in many 
coontrH!S, i ncludillg India. It Is feared and regarded as 
.31 siiglilft, and Cblt hove b devastating effect 011 famil v 
li:l:8. Jt ort~n lec.ves i.he VIctims disabJed and ullabJ.e to 
prrwide tm thelr raro) 1 ies. BUT:i t call be cured, thanks 
to mul tidru~. therapy. 
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ReColistrlj,:.;tive surlo',ery can work m1racles and 
trairdn ... tOl alt.:::l'native employment can be a. long term 
answer. It 15 lw deTt?ctin~ the ,tisedse in its earlv 
std~es tha t. dj sti~llrin8 results are prevented. This is 
the reason tor the lJilla~e education sessions. There are 
man" whose leprosy has been neglected and who have 
sulfered dama138 to hands, feet and faces, and who have 
been rejected by family and forced to leave their 
Villages. It is people such as these that I.L.X. seeks to 
help. taking Christ's compassion to the lost, the poor, 
the outcast, bringing hope and reconciliation, so that 
they may not only know healing of the body, but know life 
in all its tul ness. The social workers are fighting 
prejudice and stigma so that patients old and young can 
live back in their own community where they belong, 
fuLfilling a IJsetul role in that community. They are 
being taught to be selt-supporting. 

Some learn weaving, others cultivate a piece of 
land, growing and selling fruit and vegetables. We saw 
pictures of a lady whose feet had been bad! y damaged 
through loss of feeling. The l(1ss10n Hospital had been 
able to fit her with shoes that would protect them from 
further damage. These shoes were made specially for her 
and would tit no one else. 

A later picture showed her displaying a tablecloth 
she had embroidered. Dr. Burnish had brought one with him 
and we were able to see it. It was beautifully worked and 
difficul t to tell the right side from the wrong side. He 
also showed a piece of material woven for a sari, again 
most beaut.Hull y done, .:11so a tote-bag made by patients. 

Dr. Burnish's informative and interesting talk was 
followed by tea, after which Weapons for the Battle ­t 

Finance and Local Jews I were presented by the Treasurer 
and Secretarv of the Worthing Branch of To L. K. 

The meeting finished with a short time of open 
pI'aVel", and then t.h"? Benediction. Many have sine"?

Twelve or so members attended our Meeting on April 

24th. It was opened by our Vice President Rev, Ron 
Christopher 'rli th proyers. He incl uded a few words about 
the freedom we enj 0'1 to speak to our Lord Jesus Christ 
when and how we want t.o without fear of anv restrictions. 

We welcomed a new member PERCY DAVEY, a friend of 
Ron Jordan's. 

Later we also welcomed Rev. R. A. DACRE who was to 
talk to us about the excavations at HASADA, complete with 
slides. 

Here I feel I could do with a •Leon Cortez' who, 
although a very funny man on the radio at one time, he was 
roughl y accurate in his stories. I hope I am equal! y 
accurate, Here goes. 

The Rock: ot Masada we eventually round out to be in 
Palestine. near the shores of the Dead Sea. It was built 
on by King Herod as a possible retuge should the Jews 
overthrow and overpower him and he would have to flee. 

Jonathan, the high priest, first caused the 
building at the fortress. and he called 1 t Kasada,' then 
Herod took great care to improve on his work. He built a 
wall rOllnd the entire top of the rock 7 furlongs long 
(4,900 feet in those days) in white stone. It was 9 feet 
high and 6 feet thick. On the walls were erected 38 
towers nearly 40 feet high. Passages led out of these 
towers into small edifices, built on the inSide, round the 
entire wall. Good soil and mould was on the top at the 
rock, better than in the extremely deep valleys. This was 
ideal for the production of food. Corn, wine, pulse, 
dates. and all storable without rotting. owing to the rock 
being 1300 feet above ground level. He built a palace at 
the western ascent, wi thin and beneath the walls, but 
inclined to the north side. It was greatly fortified. He 
had dug great pits and directed water into them from 
out.side. A road from the palace led straight to the top 
of the l'ock, but anyone using it remained hidden from 
enemles. I'he approach roads to the rock were almost 
inaccessible and (~ould not be traversed at speed. It was 
furnished splendidly. Oh! There is so much detail!! 

ELEAZAR tound all this when he obtained possession 
at the rock with his 3icarii and defied the Roman seige. 
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In the end they k~lled each other after a 
persuasive ,::;hat from Eleazar, taking it in turns to do so, 
until there was ani v one man lett, and he fell on his 
sword. [hey did not want to fall into the hands of the 
Romans, who would have tortured them with the rack and by 
fire, and other nice things. 959 people were killed and 
one man killed himself. 

When the Romans finally got on to the rock they 
found no one. They made a loud noise in case anyone was 
hiding and out came 2 women and 5 children and told their 
story. they had been hiding in a water cistern. (dry?) 

FINDINGS during excavation:- COINS, SANDALS, 
STRAINERS. FACE MAKE-UP IN CONTAINERS, FOOD, SHOPPING

Shar j a was the next port of call and whilst there 
they were effective in bringing the Sheik's wife and baby 
back to normal health. The Sheik of Sharj a gave them 
permission to 'speak the word' on the compound of the 
hospital. He also provided the hospital in his thanks to 
them. 

She ~ave us many incidents which were unusual. For 
instance, one of the helpers received the serum of a black 
cobra in her eyes. She was prevented from becoming blind 
as JII1ss Webb knew what to do. The black cobra had taken up 
residence in their habitat. 

She said how important prayer was in their work, 
and hoped we would continue this for them. 

They are now back in Egypt with their work. We 
hope that all this work will continue progressively.

"Throul<.h Bible teachinl! and seminars we shall look at the 
healing that Christ brings, or wants to bring. into our 
Ii ves - healing of our own personalities, as well as our 
relationships with others· 

~e arrived at about 10 am for coffee and discovered 
the hall was already quite full! As the day progressed we 
found out that there were people from as far away as 
southampton and Croydon. 

After a time of WorShip together we heard a talk 
about our relationshl p with God, and were asked whether we 
w€re 'driven' or 'called' people. The Speaker then defined 
the signs at a ".:iri 'len' person - they need to see a v1si bIe 
achievement in what they do, and as time goes by they often 
find it harder to relate to people, as the job becomes 
increasingly important. They are looking deep down for ways 
to avoid failure, which is why they need to see visible 
achievement. 

Jesus should be Lord over all areas at our life and 
service. our moti vat1on, our time, our thoughts, our inner 
spirit and our sense of peace. 

A person who is 'called' has an awareness of an 
inner strength; an awareness at stewardship 1. e. we have 
been entrusted with something until the owner comes to claim 
it back: a sense of purpose; and they know who they are, as 
opposed to the job they are doing, in God's sight. 

The Speaker then closed with the following analogy:­
Shepherds today drive tbe sheep, using sheep dogs, but 1n 
the Old Testament times the shepherd would call the sheep, 
and they would follow the sound of his voice. 

Which are we like? 
We then divided into groups to discuss various 

topics, sucb as 'tear' and • inadequacies'. Iiving wi tb bad 
memories, and other Sillular subjects. 

We then had lunch together, either in the Hall or 
the Church garden, in the sunshine. Alter lunch we looked 
at st. Paul's lett;er to Philemon and the various 
relationShips wlthln th.at passa~e.

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Following this we had a tea break, and then re­
assembled in the Church for a Holy Communion Service. where 
we came before God to place ourselves afresh into His hands 
knowing that He accepts us as we are. 

'Father, you know us better than we know ourselves; 
in love you are always more ready to forgive than we are to 
be forgi ven. So now we come and lay our 11 ves before you I 
past, present, and future; problems and praises, successes 
and failures, all those things that divide us from one 
another. All we are we give to you, Lord Jesus. You have 
put your life in our hands - now we put our lives in your's 
Take us, shake us, re-make us. No longer is what we have 
been important. It 1s what, with you, we might be starting, 
not tomorrow, but NOW.

Numbers 2, 3, and 4, and probably 1, have their 
potential to share and become inv01 ved with each other and 
aur God, 1U that they are based on the small group 
pn,nclple: - some haVing "".lraadv been set up, and made 
possiblo:!

:sroups. organisations, individuals, Sunday Worship, 
or events, do not constitute a programme; but should be 
facilitating oi it. If groups, organisations. committees 
and individuals make their own programmes, which do not 
conform. to the Church's programme, the Church has no unity 
of PUI-pose. 

As a prelude to a planned and defined programme for 
our Church, :may I ask organisations and i ndi viduals to 
take not:e and involve t;hemselves 1.n the basics of the 
Pattern tor Growth. 

A Christian programme must be centred on the person 
of Jesus Christ to bring renewal and revival by His 
Spirit. The world needs to see the life of Jesus, and can 
on1'1 do this It His Spit-it lives in us and we have a 
personal l'.;l.'1tionshi n wi til Him. fhe wor Id needs to see 
J eS'lS. 'jOt i usr: Christ"ldli orlnCl pIeS . .:10 VQU not think?

To do this fellow Christians need gUidance, 
and have encouragement and support, say, of an area 
fellowshi p. Others can confirm the existence of 
gifts/talents where the persons themselves may be unsure. 
Of course, people need to understand what sort of 
gifts/talents theY might have and have a suitable, 
practical TlIeUlOd 01 tindin~ t.hem. God has given His gifts 
to every Christ1.an and everyone of them is important in 
the functioning of the bodv of believers at (}oring U.R.C. 
<The Elders have been given a small booklet on 
'discovering gitts/talents, 'which [ hope can be used soon 
for the whole Church at Goring> 

I have been so influenced by Jesus' prayer for his 
Disciples and for us, that the Pattern for Growth is 
largely based on n.

i{hat a 'l;ood job our 'Sandy' Clarke and his team of 
helpers did in collectin)<; this large sum of money for 
Chnstian Aid. bearing in-mind that, what with Poll Tax. 
which mav have been greater than paying the rates of 
previous years, enormous interest rates on mortgages
making the cost of living that much more, and still people 
were able to give money to a good cause for a good cause. 

In the developing world they are growing vegetables
and trees in circles now instead of rows, helping to make 
a little water go a long way. Trees grown in rows have to 
be watered individually. but planted in circles they can 
be fed by water at a single point.

Circular planting is one of the techniques being
encouraged bv the Deccan Development SOCiety in Xeda~ 
district in the southern Indian state of Andhra Pradesh. 
DDS, which has been supported by Christian Aid since 1985,
learned about the technique froD an Australian 
a~riculturalist, Bill Mollison, who visited the Xedak 
village of Pasthapur in 1987 to conduct a workshop which 
was attended by Venkat, the DDS horticulturist. 

V"enkat decided to experiment with some of the ideas 
generated by the workshop by turning a barren three-and-a­
quarter acre site into a demonstratfon farm. 

By 1992, when all the trees will have reached their 
full potential, the farm should yield enough food, fodder 
and fuel to meet 607. of the needs of a family of ten. 

Self-sufficiency on this scale is out of the question
for most people in the Villages surrounding Pasthapur, 
many 01 whom do not own one acre, let alone three, but the 
ideas planted by Venkat are bearing some fruit. Many 
women have begunve~etable gardens near their homes, based 
on the Pasthapur model. Venkat hopes that 100 new gardens
Will be planted in 1990.

in The Chronicle several years ago telling of the 
beginnings of the Torch Trust for the Blind. 

A blind girl was invited to a young people's group in 
the home of a Mr. & Mrs. Heath. "When sne was converted 
the Heaths looked for suitable Christian braille material 
for her and found almost none, so they learned braille and 
began to produce it themselves. Since then the 'mustard 
seed' has become a great tree! 

The aims of the Torch Trust are :­
To make avaialable to Visually handicapped peo~le the 
riches of our Christian her! tage by providing Scrlptures,
Hymn Books, and other Christian literature; and by giving,
where needed, personal care and encouragement to grow In 
Christian Xaturity and Service. 

The Christian message is presented in braille. moon­
type, large print, on tape and through Torch Fellowship
Groups.

Xagazines: Ten magazines coverin~ a wide range of 
age ana interest are available from SPARK' for young
cliildren to .. TORCH TIMES" for the more thoughtful reader. 
Special publications cater for the needs of overseas 
readers and the deaf-blind. These Xagazines are available 
in braille, large print, moon-type. and on compact 
cassette. Scrip"ture Union "DAILY ~BREAD" notes are also 
recorded on compact cassette. 

BOOKLETS: - A wide range of booklets is produced in 
braille and large print. Tliese include testimonies, small 
Scripture portions, devotional material and Bible Study
aids. 

LIBRARIES: - A library service in braille, moon-type,
large print, and on talking book and compact cassette is 
availaBle. The books are prepared by VOluntary
transcribers working from their own liomes. These friends 
have learned braille, or can write large print clearly, or 
have suitable voices and eqUipment for reading on to tape.

C. S. T. : - The Christian Service Training Scheme was 
launched in September 1979. It has been designed
especially to meet the needs of young visually handicapped 
men and women who wish to enter a life which offers 
opportunity and fulfilment. 
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Tuition is given in braille, tYFin~, living skills,
music and crafts, as well as the basIc Christian Beliefs 
Course. 

HOUSEPARTIES: - The Fami ly ho.:me really comes into its 
own at Houseparty times. Special weeks are arranged
through the year for young people, the deaf-blind and 
familIes. Guests are also welcome at Christmas and 
Easter. 

Parties are taken to the Keswick Convention and to 
the Holy Land. 

LITTLE TORCH: - 'Little Torch' is a house set on the 
edge of the Sussex Downs at Hurstpierpoint and has 
an extended family living there. VisItors are welcomed 
all through the year and, being a smaller house, it is 
particular~y suitable for older guests.

FELLOWSHIP GROUPS:- At approxi:ma.tely 150 centres 
throughout the United Kingdom ~orch fellowship groups
gather blind and partially-sighted people for monthly 
:meetln~s. These are arranged Dy a local planning group
and blInd members are encouraged to take part. Transport
is arranged for those who need it and refreshments are 
provided after the meetings. Many people have been helped
and strengthened by the practical Christian love shown by 
members of their FellOWShip Group. 

In Worthing there are two Groups: the Central one,
meeting on the first Saturday of the month. excepting
January (no meeting) and July (coach outing).. The venue 
is St. Columba's lI.R.C. at 2.30 pm. The Durrington Group 
meets on the third Saturday of the month at tJ:ie Jubilee 
Hall. Greenland Road, at 2.30 pm. (In October the Xeeting
is on the second Saturdayf)

The Torch Trust for the Blind is a registered charity
and its income comes from gifts. Most of the literature 
is supplied free, though tbere is a nominal charge for 
some of the larger items. The Trust is a Non­
denominational Christian Organisation.

The Trust has a growing overseas outreach, providing
braille Scri ptures and 6ther literature in various 
languages. Its most ambitious project is the production
of the Bible in Russian braille. 

The Headquarters is at 'TORCH HOUSE'. Hallaton,
Market Harborough, Leicestershire. LE16 8UJ. It is 
situated in the beautiful Leicestershire countryside. Here 
staff and helpers are engaged full-time in the work of the 
various depar'tments, ana liere they hold houseparties and 
welcome individual guests.

To represent the Men's Fellowship Ron Jordan an.d I 

attended tlie Funeral Service of Xr. PERCY OOVLER whi-:h was 
held on June 12th at West Worthing Tabernacle in Rugby Road. 

The title I choose is not inappropriate in tnat the 
first time I met Percy at the Fellowship he said •Aha! A 
piano' and sat down and played some o~d songs at that 
ancient instrument in the east Hall, making it really come 
to life. Percy could play the piano from tlie age of six and 
was a professional organist at 15 years of age, and 
continued as such for nigh on 10 years. playing at The 
Tabernacle for 11 years.

I know Percy, who was always hoping to reach his 100th 
birthday since his !(other 11ved to ~O:r and his Father 96. 
died at the age of 94. However, in the past year he had 
lost the use of both legs and his eyesight went comple~ely,
but he still would <~on'lerse quite freely with fork. It 
interested us both to hear tlie Minister. who spoke 'lery
highly of the work Percy had done over the years, inform ~s 
how, when, as a Civil Servant in an important Government 
Department in London. Percy applied three times for 
permission to • join up' during the Great War, only to be 
refused; and that on tliree occasions also, when walking down 
Whitehall, some ladies had tossed a 'white feather' at him. 
<This was a signal of disapproval of young men having stayed 
at home and not joined the Forces). As Percy was well-built 
and tall of stature one could understand the re-action of 
the ladies, who apologised sincerely when Percy at last went 
over and spoke to them as to why he was still at home. 

Whilst we have all lost a very good friend th':Jse who 
came in contact with Percy were enrlclied for having had the 
privilege of his friendship in which his keen sense of 
humour shone through. Frazer Finlay.

It is a quarterly Gospel paper sent world wide. 

At the Bientot Office, loaned by the Vorthing
Tabernacle, meet ViII Freeman who tells us :- Part of my jon
16 making sure that folk who want more Bientot get them. 
Details tram all letters coming into the office are recorded 
in our card index. I see that all new readers are taken car 
of by new or expanding 'sending' groups. Ve have to prepare
about I, 400 address labels ana. wrappers for parcels to be 
sent to overseas distributors and sending groups in Britain,
and we are continually updating our lists. Our wall charts 
show resnonses from 50 dlfferent countries. SOIDe have found 
the Lord<, or are goin~ on with Him: some think we are a 
marriage bureau or emp~oyment agency. Ve had five critical 
letters out of 8,826 last year, but the maj ority tell of 
positive help received through the paper or our 
correspondents.

Lubanzadio Menakuntulu Zaire. I was born in a 
country Village, in a Christian family. At the age of 9 my
father died. I was persuaded to join a gang and we danced 
and pleased ourselves. In my first year away at COllege the 
Lord stirred my conscience to go to Church. During the 
service I knew I was lost. The Pastor read Romans 6 v 23. 
I left, feeling that I belonged to the devil. Later I 
joined a choral group - the fallowing year I was baptised.
I talked to my friends about the Lora - they left me. !4:y
faith was strengthened by reading a copy of Bientat given me 
by a friend.

Here at Echo, (oIIswater Crescent, Coulsdon. Surrey.) 

as we look back: on nearly 25 years of creation and growth,
the challenges have never been greater. Despite years of 
unrelenting effort many hundreds of thousands still suffer 
because of medical deprivation. Fine Christian hospitals
struggle to survive with dwindling funds and the growing
medical demands created by the AIDS pandemic. Still far too 
many children fail to reach their 5th birthday, victims of 
malnutri tion and of so nany of the infant ki ler diseases 
from which vaccination programmes have spared our loved 
ones. How can we ever be complacent when approximately 45 
million (45,000,000) people die each year from malnutrition 
and medical deprivation?

Yet we do not face the 90' s with despair. Many good
and positive things have been achieved - vaccination 
programmes are under way in many countries. Primary Health 
Care programmes launched some years ago wi th Western funds 
are beginning to improve standards of health and hygiene.
Health matters are assuming a higher priority in the budgets
of many countries. 

There is heightened awareness of World problems created 
by the media coverage. Yet all too often the media 
obsession wi th disaster creates distortions which numb the 
senses and, even worse, may sometimes create a feeling of 
helplessness in the face of overwhelming problems.

Whilst not minimising the problems tbat exist, we shall 
seek in the months ahead to keep you informed on the more 
positive aspects of World aid generally and ECHO's role in 
this programme in particular. We cape to be able to 
demonstrate how, in God's strength, and with the continuing
hel p of our loyal band of supporters, we can play a vi tal 
part in helping to reduce the toll of world misery.

To quote Confucius • It is better to light one small 
candle than to curse the darkness'. Let us all be 
encouraged by these words and together light a few dark 
corners in the years ahead.

Romania: - Once again we ended the year providing 
emergency supplies for a major disaster. Last year it was 
for the Armenia earthquake - this year for theciviI war 
in Romania. 

We began to receive emergency requests for Romania 
and these occupied ECHO's emergency team well into the 
Christmas holidays. The largest consignment was 25 tonnes 
of medical supplies for the British Red Crass which flew 
on Christmas Eve. 

Xany new charities and groups have emerged to serve 
the Romania crisis and to date nearly 100 separate
consignments of drugs and equipment have been sent to meet 
the appalling shortages and depri "lations which are 
emerging on an almost daily basis. 

ECHO has no expensive publicity machine. We rely
heavily on our friends telling others about our work.

Dear Ethel. 

r hope this lettel" will find you well. 
I arrived home safely. My mother is fine. 
My relatives are also very fine. 

I had two week s ho I i day and I enj oyed 
them very much at home. After my holidays 
I have visited the children's home where I 
worked before. All the chi Idren were 
happy to see me and I bought some pens to 
give to each of them in children's home. 
They were so glad to receive the little 
gift, I was two days there. 

I have started my job in another 
children's home in another place in my 
counti'Y. I have come here on 18th August. 
Sixty children are living in this home. 
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Some of them have no parents but most of 
them do have parents but they are very 
poor and they cannot manage food and 
education, That is why these children are 
living in this home, 

The Chi Id Care Programme: West Germany 
is sending money through our Church to run 
this home for poor children. Our mother­
tongue (1 anguage) is Benga 1 i but most of 
the girls' mother-tongue is not Bengali. 
They have a different language which I 
cannot' speak but they can speak Bengal i 
which I can speak. In school they cannot 
use the i r 1anguage I they. ha ve to use ou l' 

common and official language which is 
Bengali, Most of the girls are from our 
Tribal Community, that is why their 
language is different. 

My Mother has gone to Dhak a, wh i chi s 
our capital, for a few days Bible study. 
On 25th September my Mother is coming to 
attend a Women's conference in Rajshahi 
where now I am staying. She told me that 
before I come back to my country she sent 
you a letter. Did you get any letter from 
my Mother? 

How is your son and family? Please 
write to me at my new address.
