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CONGREGATIONATL CHURCH HALL
(Barrington Road)

I have pcen asked to give my improssion and a short description of the New Church
Hall now approaching completion.

The elevations are plcasing and offective, and the cntrance to the Hall imposing
Tor a small building.

The roof is covercd with hand-made Roman Tiles, laid on pattens and felt, On the
side elevations to the Hall the windows are slightly splayed, also the brickwork
betwecn., This has a plcasing effect, also giving stapility and strength to carry
the roof principals.

The front entrancc, and also the plinths, are built with Broombridge Stocks, and
the walls of Warnham 3tocks, painted licht cream with “Stet.” The front doors
will be glazed with White Cathedral glass, and the omamental fanlight over the
vestibule doors in clear glazing, All cxternal doors will be painted green wout- =
side, and lightly stained and wax-polished inside.

The stone taplet in Gable will be carved, also the Foundation Stones. 4All
the windows have cuk 8lls with pine frames, and iron Casements with White
Cathedral glass,

The Hall is 59' 3" long to pack of platform, and 22 ft. wide, and has seating
accommodation for 204 persons. The [loor of the Hall is of solid ocak wocd tlock,
slightly stained and wax polished.aleo the Minister's Vestry and Retiring Reoms.

Cloak rooms at entrance, and ths hit»rnn at rear,will Rave Quarry Tile floor ,with tile
skirting, Tne interior is in selected Columbian Fine, slightly s {alned and heating
cantrolled by an Automatic Cas-fired Bgiler. The Electric Laghting is on the
apecial "Coldcathode"™ system.

It is true that knowledge can come to us ia other ways,

but Tennyson's wmeaning is clear,
We may not always fully appreciate the wonderful blessing of sight, but we do
place very great valus on what our eyes register to our minds. And we are very
ready to be influenced by our eye-sight, and to accept asg indisputavle the things
we gee, "I saw it with my own eyes" is a common expression, And what we term
"a blind falth" i1z sorelimez referred to a little scomfully as faith without
reason, faith without fny real foundation, faith which cannot be substantiated,
Proof is what we ask for; proof that comes by seeing, and thus satisfies both
mind end heart, 7Yet in our relationship to Jod this sort of proof is denied us,
In cur youthful days perhaps we fesl that there is 2 certain thrill about the
uncertainty of many things. There can be something rather exciting and even
fascinating apbout 'what lies round <he corner.' And we may, in a nominal manrer,
accept the words faith, hope and charity, as part of our religiocus creed. But
in later years falth begins to take on a new meaning, and we Tind ourselves
belng severely tested as to the reality of our beliefs. Time is getiting short
and we want to be more sure about what lies shead., Ve have in mind the
question of recognition in eternity, the assuredrness of the ‘!many mansions'
and what the unseen world will be like, 4s the yeers pass on the reality and
quality of our Christian faith becomes of increasing importance.

And, perhaps, to our surprise we begin to find that the only faith which has
any real value for us is the simple child-like faith, The faith that really
trustc where it cannot see, and so fully and completely that it does not even
reallge that it is trusting., We had hoped that our intellectual powers would
o~ enavle us to pierce the "thick darkness where Ged is", and yet much of this effcri
' has failed us, and brought little real satisfaction, or comfort in time of nesd.

The late Arthur Porritt, former editor of "The Christian World" in his btoox
"More end More Memories" sums up the few fundamental oelief's which served him as
an anchorage ~ "saving truths' e calls them. He writes:- "I have long ceascd to
concern myself with problems of a future life. It is enough for me to beliewve
that wnen I die I shall be dying in the arms of a loving God,,..Christianity as I see
it can promise a peace of mind which the world cannot cive, and I pelievz thal
wherever we find Truth, Beauty and Love, we see God expressing Himself. To e
it is a suffiecicntly adequate faith to bring an inner peace that 1s not to to
disturved by any dread of cataclysmic changes in material civilisation. With 1%

I can face any tomorrow."

But to attain to this child-like rest of heart is not made ecasy for us, & writsr

on bird life in deweribing the manner of feeding tits in the winter time advises
his readers not to make it too easy for the pirds. 'Iet them work for thear food"
he suggests. énd it has been ordained that spiritual sustenasnce has to te sought
for, and persistently and consistently cultivated vy vrayer, meditation, and
thoughtful reading and thinking. When we say "I will trust and not be afraid” that
does not imply a reckless carefree way of life, in which we will not tother our-
selves as to what may happen. The emphasis can pe put on the word "will® ard that
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means effort, even a very determined effort. But the result is a reward of
peace, hope, coursge, and an increase of faith 1tself, It has been well
said that "falth, beginning as an act of man's will, ends as a miracle of
God's grace,"
In the book already mentioned the writer relates an experience he once
had in the company of Dr.James Moffatt, whose Modern English Transletion
of the Bible is so prized. On holiday in Switzerland Dr, Moffatt had his
firat ride on a funicular railway, and 1t rather tested his nerve power.
So uneasy did he feel that he could not lock out whilst on that steep sacent,
and he vowed he would never repeat thet way of traveliing, "I'm like the
Highl#nd farmer" he told Arthur Porritt, "who said of another farwer 'He sings
"I to the hills will 1ift mine eyes," but devil a foot will he put on them!"
When hard pressed we toc look upwards to the hills from whence cameth our —_~
hel|, but often we have previously neglectcd to ciimb the heights of God., The
gimple, unguestioning and satisfying faith, often comes only after long and
habitusl communion with God. G.H.C.

THE HYMNS WE SING,

In our worship meny of the hymns we sing would often have more meaning
and come to us with greater acceptance if we knew the origin of the verses,
and the spiritual experience which led to the composition.

Oneé hymn whioh mlght well be sung at the opening service of our new
Church Hall must often have peen selected for the consecretion of cathedrals
and other magnificent ouildings. It starts thus:-

"We love the place, 0 God
Wherein Thine honour dwells,
The joy of Thine abode
41) earthly joy excels."

Yet this hymn was first sung in a little Mission Church, About a century

ago a young naval officer, named William Bullock, was ordered to survey the
coast of Newfoundland. An earnest man, the conditions of the settlers there
so troubled and shocked him that he resigned his post, sought ordination,

and again went to Newfoundland as a miasionary of the Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel. At a2 small place named Trinity Bay he bullt his first
Church, and composed this hyun for the consecration zervice. So it was sung
for the first time in a tiny building in poor surroundings,

As a closing paragraph for a winter number of this "Chronicle" here is a
beautiful epitaph from a grave in Durrington Cemetery:-

"HE LIT MANY FIRES IN COGID ROOMS."

ATRERT JAMES RULE, Church Secretary October 194L4 to Februaxry 1945,

Mr. A. J, Rule was & man to whom it was not only a privilege to know, but also
always a peal pleasure to meet, And in one respect at least he was outstanding.
He possessed very fully and completely all those attributes which make up a
lovable man, and he was riohly endowed with the gracious gift of a rediant
personality which reflected itself upon, and brightened all with whom he ceme
-n contact.

To wateh him as he received members and fricnds for Sunday worship was
an object leszon in the art of welcome. A fatherly smile and a playful word
for the young, a cheery greeting for the aged and perhaps an extra kindly
word for the occupant of a chair. Always a warm handshaks for the stranger

o~ and (if necessary) & little dignity for the stately! Our late Secretary
could welcome the most distinguished visitor or the humblest, and make both
feel glad that they had come,

As a personal friend to one and all Mr. Rule was ever ready to listen,
to help, or to advise., 4s a visitor to the sick he must have been the
equal of any tonic that a docotor could order, One imagines that on such
occaslons the patient always smiled as he entered.

Happy in family life, and at all times a busy man, yet he found time
for the relaxations of life, and in general social intercourse he must have
formed countless pleasant friendships, As a Bowler of no little gkill our
friend was prominent in his local activities, and honoured accordingly.

But looking back over the past 8% years it was from our ovm Church point
of view that we knew him best, and one feels that he had been divinely
eppolnted to help our Church through its difficulties, disappointments, and
frustrations of that time, It iz extremely doubtful if any one else could
have shouldered the tasks and duties he readily took on when our first Church
Secretary (Mr, E.T. Wiseman) resigned in 1944. Comparative newcomers to our
Church can hardly realise the great value Mr. Rule was to our fellowship in
the years that followed. His business ability and acumen, his tactful and

~~ Dpleszant manner in meeting with Corporation officials, and gaining concessions
when trouble threatened, his never-felling determination when working with the
Rev., F.J. Humphrey to secure recognition of our rights for priority in building
- all this combined with a courage to pretest against any kind of exploitation
in business or financial matters, again and yet again helped the Church to pass
saf'ely through varied experiences that would have disheartened many men,
Our late Secretary must have lived a happy life, and found great Jjoy in service
for hisg Master.

(Teken from a 1ittle book antitled "A Village Ministry")

Rev, George Balley - Primitive Methodist Minister - otherwise a 'Ranter,'
(So-called beczuse after attending meetings they sang in the streets on their
return home), He was subjected to many forms of versecution. On one of his
svangelistic visits to a village he was met on the out-skirts by the Vicar who
forbad him to proceed, saying he would have "none of his blasphemies." Village
rowdies incided by a big farmer cemmenced to attack him, and a riot ensued.

One unexpected champioa however, a man of gigantic size who had been listening

to the sermon, stocd up to the village policeman and teking a knife from his
pockct he seid "Teak thee honds off thick mon, or we'll ha thee vingers off!"
Forty years later when preachimg in the Indepcndent Church in the same part
(Marlborough}, Mr. Beiley told his listeners that they wers listening to the same
gospel for the preaching of which in their Town Hall he hed stood 40 years before
in the dock, with police constables on either side of him, "Thosc were the
happicst deys of my life" said Mr, Beiley "and I felt much of the Master's
prescnce,”

(¥ THE WIITSHIRE DOWNS

High, bleak downs, unpeopled except in the valleys of the rivers, with lack of
shelter, and much uphill work, Onc part "Inkpen Beacon" wes over 1,000 feet high,
During a secries of years this village minister carried on his solf-appointed work

of carrying the Gospel to the scsttercd villages, In the summer a hot sun would
pour down its rays on the weary traveller. In the winter the wind swept furiously
over the open ground. He received neither fee or reward, Working at his

business during the weck but -n Sundeys often walking 20 to 30 miles and preachinz
three times. -
The hunger for the Bread of Life was so great that men and women would walk many
miles on a dark winter's morning to be present at an early serviee, When the Rev,
Rowland Hill once visited Castle Combe, (a beautiful little Wiltshire village) he
was timed to preach at 6 a.m, on a very cold winter's moming. One 0ld ledy rcealling
that visit romembered her mother starting off at % a.m. to attend the service,
taking 2 lantern to help hor through the dark country lanes.

The author of this 1little book ceoneludes with references to the Sundsy School
teachers of those days. Men of 'little learning' but with rich spiritual know-
ledge and doep spiritusl power. He adds "I Go not depreciate learning, but the
thing which ghould most carnestly be sought after as the principal element in
Christian work is spiritusl power obtained through personal exporience, =

Allowing for all the changed conditions of modem life, and our altared
conceptions of truth and Christiosn tcaching, are wu as much in earncat as these
simple villagers of 100 years ago and more?

In brilliant weather we stopped outsids some quite ordinary
iron gates, and there sure enough on a simple metal plate were thg words - |
"NATIONAL CHIIDREN'S HOME, "

But once inside there was more than a suggestion of royal spaciousness,
Attractive looking country houses appeared to be scattered about as if land was
cheap, It was "Homes and Gerdens,” not merely illustrated in a magarine, bui
come to life. And bathed in April sunshine, ard adorned with lovely flowering
trees and shrubs, wide patimays, flower beds, and grassland, it made a mretty
sight.
Stokesmead is a place in the sun in more ways than one, Situated on Stokes
Bay, from the grounds thers can be seen a fine pancramic view of the Isle of
Wight, And moreover there is an entire absence of drab uniformity in building,
lay-out, or clothing of the children, One of the largest and most imposing of
the various houses is known as "Sunshine House," and this is reserved for con-
valeascent cases,

But a happy feature of all these homes are the pleasant sun-lit rooms and
the spirit of family 1life which is encouraged by those inisutherity. Stokesmead
is the home of 50 babies, also 100 children hetween two and six years of age,
and 50 older girls and boys. The one necessary qualification for admission 1a
that the child must be "in need,"

The National Children's Homes now have 37 branches covering England and
Wales, No uniform is worn, and every child reoeives a sound education and is
trained to earn ite own living.

THE"LITTLE CHURCH, "

A truly lovely feature of Stokesmead 1s the Children's Church., In the
foreocourt of this 1liiile Francisian Chapel 1s a figure of St. Franois, suwrrounded
by a delightful water setting. :

Deeigned by the late Mr, Frederic Lawrunce who also planned St. Columba's,
Worthing, "Little Church™ i5 met in swrowdings of natural ocharm, The
arohitectural planning although simple, hag dainty little transepts, and &

The system is also elastic, as if circumsiances arise, and the contributor
wishes to alter the amount promised, all that is necessary is a little note inzide
the cnvelope stating the alteration, more or less, as the case may be, It is some-
times thought that the reluctance on the part of some to jJoin in such a scheme is
due to the feeling that what they usually put in the plate could not be guaranteecd
